SNJ ASHE Membership Update

We Welcome the New ASHE members for this Month
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Legislative Update

Information from the State Chamber of Commerce:

1. The State Assembly Labor Committee has passed ACR-134 a bill that proposes an amendment to the
New Jersey Constitution which prohibits the state from collecting contributions, from Employers or employ-
ees, by means of assessment on wages, for any purpose OTHER than providing employee benefits. This
action was proposed to protect the State Unemployment Insurance Trust Fund, the Temporary Disability In-
surance and other workers compensation funds from being used for anything other than what they are col-
lected for.

2. The Assembly Labor Committee also passed A-4268 which Mandates Prevailing Wage for Maintenance-
related Projects. This bill extends wage requirements for work on maintenance related project which ex-
ceeds the capabilities of in house maintenance personnel and is over $50,000.00 It is felt that this Bill will
increase the financial burden on the employer community and the Taxpayers by increasing labor cost regard-
less of productivity increases.

3. The State Economic Growth Committee has passed S-1096 which creates a Solar and Wind Energy Com-
mission. This group will investigate the feasibility, financial implications and projected financial savings re-
garding the instillation of solar panel and wind energy turbines on State Property.

The Senate Labor Committee passed a bill S-3096 which requires any contractor bidding on any public works
project to participate in an Apprenticeship program for each separate trade involved in the project. It is felt
by many that this Bill will limit competition by discouraging or limiting many New Jersey Contractors from
bidding on these projects. This legislation will ultimately drive UP costs at a time when successful low bid-
ding is essential for the industry to create more jobs and keep everyone working.

The ACEC Transportation Committee legislative up-date

The month of November 2009 was a slow month in terms of legislative activity. When the national
unemployment figures crossed the 10% level with projections which show an increase of job losses
well into 2010 the Congress seemed panicked because of the tremendous political pressure on creat-
ing new jobs. Both the House and the Senate have agreed to work on this job creations bill immedi-
ately after the new year and work on the Health Care Bill is complete. Some considerations are aid
to small businesses, extensions of some expiring tax breaks, unemployment benefits, and direct aid

to states to plug budget holes. The details have not been provided at this time by either the
House or the Senate. It is appearing that the SAFETEA-LU extension and other consideration
of a longer term highway bill would be moved along a separate track.
There are deficit hawks who are concerned that a “second stimulus” and its effect on the fed-
eral deficit would be harmful to an already record high loss. The suggestion to use the TARP
Funds is not being looked at by this group as a positive since it will take money in the Bank
Bailout program and then re-issue it with a need to raise taxes to collect it back. This could
negate the impact of the additional spending on the economy.

Ms. Barbara Boxer of California, chairman of the Environmental & Public Works Committee has
indicate her intent to move forward with a LONG TERM bill during the current six month ex-
tension. Ms. Boxer has stated that she will propose a full 6 year Highway Bill. With bi-
patrician agreement the 18 month extension proposed for a Highway Bill has been passed
over to get right to a new 6 year program.

The Federal Highway Administration announced on December 16, 2009 that it has released a revised
MUTCD that governs traffic signals and markers on public roads. This is the first revision since 2003.
Several of the many changes are the sign replacements and cross walks. As signs wear out they shall
be replaced with larger and more reflective units and Cross walks will allow for more time for the pe-
destrian to cross the traveled way. Additionally, lane lines that end in intersections will now need to
be marked differently to allow drivers to understand that the lane is ending, and Flashing yellow ar-
row signals will be used to notify drivers that they can turn left at certain intersections. Also for the
first time the color Purple will be used to sign traffic into Toll Collection lanes.

The Alliance for Action Reports

The first Transit Tunnel Contract has been awarded to a Joint Venture of Bernard of New Jer-
sey and Judlau Contracting of College Point, NY. The Design firm for this JV will be Halcrow,
Inc. This contract is for a one mile run in Manhattan. NJ Transit expects to receive bids for
the Palisades Tunnel segment within weeks to be followed by the third contract “The Hudson
River Project”.

Mr. Phil Beachem, President of the Alliance For Action has testified in front of Governor Elect
Christie’s Transportation Transition Team in December 2009. He has explained that transpor-
tation issues are urgent in New Jersey. They address more than just transportation in fact
they are key issues in economic development. Mr. Beachem explained that Capitol invest-
ment, especially in Transportation is the gquickest most effective way to produce critically
needed revenues to address the State’'s budget and unemployment problems.

In December 2009 the Delaware River Joint Toll Bridge Commission has approved a resolution
to advance the Planned 310 million dollar replacement for the Scudder Falls Bridge. This
would be the Commissions largest single capitol project in their history. Considering there is no
available State or Federal funding it is their intention to make this a Toll Bridge to pay for it-
self.

DID YOU KNOW...

Drivers, in New Jersey, approaching stationary emer-
gency vehicles, tow trucks and other highway safety vehi-
cles displaying red, blue and/or amber flashing lights must
move over one lane or, if not safe to move over, then
slow down below the posted speed limit. The law requires
motor vehicle operators to reduce their speed and change
lanes when approaching authorized vehicles displaying
emergency lights. Such vehicles include police, fire and
medical services vehicles, and also highway maintenance,
tow trucks and official motorist aid vehicles displaying am-
ber emergency lights. Where possible, drivers are required
to move over to create an empty lane next to the emer-
gency vehicle. When safely changing lanes is not possible,
drivers must slow down below the posted speed limit prior
to passing emergency vehicles.

Fines for violating this law run from $100 to $500 and will
be determined by the municipal court in which the violator
is charged.

Started in 1994, ESP has made over 1,000,000 stops, patrolling 400
miles of state roadway. They have reduced incident duration from
2.5 hours in 1995 to less than 1 hour in 2009. They made nearly
100,000 stops in 2009 with a benefit to cost ratio of 19 to 1. The
benefit to cost ratio is developed by calculating the time savings of
motorists not stuck in traffic and dividing it by the actual program
costs; for example - for every minute a lane is closed due to roadway
debris or an accident, four minutes of delay results. ESP has histori-
cally responded to the majority of incidents in less than 10 minutes.
Prior to ESP, the average for removal was 30 minutes. This 20 min-
ute savings results in 80 minutes of delay saved per incident. With
the user cost per vehicle averaging approximately $16.25/hour, a sin-
gle ESP response to an incident on |-80 can save the motoring public
approximately $155,000 (4 lanes x 1800 vehicle./hr/lane x $16.25/hr
x 1.333hrs).
