Pedestrians are the second largest category of motor 
vehicle deaths and injuries in New Jersey. 
 

In most cases, pedestrians have the right-of-way at all 
intersections. There is a crosswalk at every intersection, 
even if it is not painted as such. This is known as an 
“unmarked crosswalk.” 
 

A motorist must stop and remain stopped for a pedestrian 
who is crossing at a crosswalk (marked or unmarked) 
until the pedestrian completes his/her crossing, unless 
traveling along the half of the roadway on the other side 
of a safety island from the pedestrian. 
 

Pedestrians and joggers should always face oncoming 
traffic and use sidewalks when available.

NJDOT Route 36 Highlands Field Trip,  
Presentation & Installation of Officers 

Wednesday, May 19, 2010 

The Route 36 Highlands Bridge project is the ongoing replacement of the existing Route 36 Bridge, 

a 1,240-ft long low-level movable bridge, with a mid-level fixed bridge. The new bridge replaces 
the existing movable double leaf bascule with a 65 foot high fixed structure that is being con-

structed with a slight shift in the alignment to the south at the channel but meets the existing 
alignment at the east and west abutments in Highlands and Sea Bright.  The new bridge is ap-

proximately 1611 ft. long providing two twelve foot traffic lanes, one eight foot shoulder/bike 

lane and one eight foot sidewalk in each direction on the bridge. The width of the bridge is ap-
proximately 92’-3‖ wide and provides for a center median. The first half of the structure was 

opened to traffic on October 30, 2009 ahead of schedule. The demolition of the remaining portion 
of the bridge is anticipated to be completed by the end of April 2010. Pier construction for the 

north half of the structure has already begun. The new structure will eliminate many existing sub-
standard features of the old bridge and remove the vehicular and marine traffic conflicts that ex-

isted with the movable bridge. Improvements to both the eastern and western approaches to the 

bridge, new turn arounds within the Sandy Hook Unit of Gateway Recreational Area and bicy-
cle/pedestrian connectivity throughout the project limits are included in the project. Both north 

and south pedestrian bridges are due to be completed by May 2010.  New toll plazas were open 
last summer and VMS signs are being used throughout the project to provide up to date informa-

tion. Travel times are being displayed during the peak summer seasons to allow motorists to re-

route if the Park is closed to traffic. Construction is scheduled to be completed by the Spring 2011.

SNJ ASHE 2010 Annual Golf Outing 

Rules of Play - Scramble Format 
 

Record your team foursome ranking of ability on the Golf Outing Reservation Form. 

 

All golfers will hit their own ball. 

 

After each golfer hits, the foursome will decide which ball is the best ball. All golfers will hit from within one club 

length of the best ball location. 

 

You may not better the lie of the ball if the best ball is anywhere off the fairway (i.e. in a hazard, sand trap, etc.) 

where everyone must hit from the hazard. 

 

Each foursome must use each playerôs drive at least three times during the round of golf. 

 

In threesomes, the group will hit a fourth ball. One golfer will hit the fourth ball for the entire hole and golfers will 

alternate as the fourth. 

 

In order to equalize the scoring with the hope that everyone enjoys this format by giving them an opportunity to 

win, each foursome will be assigned strokes based upon the ability of their individual golfers.  Strokes will be 

determined in advance and subtracted from the team foursome score for 18 holes, as follows: (Par at Buena 

Vista CC = 72) 

70ôs - 0 strokes;  80ôs -1 stroke;  90ôs -2 strokes;  100ôs - 3 strokes; 110+ - 4 strokes. 

 

Scenario 1: Say a 4-some with two 90ôs & two 100ôs golfers shoot an aggregate score of 75. The 4-

somesô team net score would be 75 ï10 = 65. (or 7 under par) 

 

Scenario 2: Say a 4-some with one 70ôs, one 80ôs, one 90ôs, & one 100ôs golfer shoot an aggregate score 

of 69. The 4-somesô team net score would be 69 ï6 = 63. (or 9 under par) 

 

Scenario 3: Say a 4-some with four 100ôs golfers shoots an aggregate score of 80. The 4-somesô team net 

score would be 80 ï12 = 68. (or 4 under par) 

 

Tie-breaker holes will be determined in advance of the golf outing. 

 

 

PRIZES 
Top two teams will be ranked and awarded a prize based upon their net score. 

 

Longest Drive holes are #3 and #15. 

 

Straightest Drive will be rewarded on hole #18. 

 

Closest to the Pin holes are #5 and #17. 

 

Mark your team score beginning with the hole you start on. Turn all scorecards in to Scorekeeper at the end of the 

round.
